Discipleship & Morality

Define One, Holy, Apostolic and Catholic (in Nicene Creed)

Describe the mystical body of Christ and its union in grace, prayer and

Recall that the sacrament of Reconciliation restores our relationship

Demonstrate “I believe, I agree”

Jesus calls each of us to be His disciple and friend. He calls us to
follow Him on mission to work to build up the Kingdom of God.
Working in Jesus’ name and serving Jesus in those we meet is called
“ministry” and through this loving action, we are disciples.

For adolescents, the family is the place where their physical, emotional,
intellectual and spiritual needs are usually first met so that they continue
to mature. In His family, Jesus grew in wisdom, age, and grace in
preparation for public ministry.

When spiritual needs are met, (prayer, study, the sacraments),
adolescents grow in discipleship, finding real happiness, a moral
compass, and begin discernment about God’s call to a vocation in life.

Human beings have free will. They can choose to make good moral
decisions.

Catholic moral values are based on Natural Law, The Old Law, The Law
of the Gospel and Church Teaching.

The Magisterium is the teaching authority of the Church; the Church
continually deliberates about current moral issues to guide the people.
Moral maturity develops begins in adolescence, a time also when new
hormonal surges cause strong, changeable emotions which can
positively or negatively affect moral choices.

Maturity and Respect
for Life

Maturity and Vocation

With God’s help, by practicing the virtues and using the gifts and fruits
of the Holy Spirit, adolescents can channel emotional energy into
positive behavior and good moral choices.

The virtues of obedience, patience, hope, and chastity are especially
important for adolescents dealing with anger, sadness, boredom,
depression, and sexual attraction.

Prayer aids in the formulation of conscience so that teenagers can
discern both the positive and negative influences of family, friends, and
the media.

Society and the Gospel message of respect for all life are often in
conflict.

As disciples of Jesus, we are called to stand up to violence and threats to
God’s gift of life, especially these sinful acts: Abortion, Capital
Punishment, Euthanasia, Murder, Suicide, Unjust War.

In many cases, overwhelming physical, emotional, or psychological
problems affect a person’s power to make a choice. We cannot judge an
individual’s sinfulness although we can judge that an act is objectively
sinful.

Showing respect for God’s gift of life means making good choices about
physical, emotional, mental, and spiritual health.

Adolescents are called to care for their own health and others as
disciples of Jesus especially in the following ways: avoiding alcohol,
tobacco, and drugs; reckless behavior or sexual activity. It is thus
contrary to how God intends us to respect our body.

Consequences of some of these behaviors include: vulnerability to
STDS, including HIV, pregnancy which may lead to abortion;

Only abstinence from sexual intercourse can fully prevent the genital
transmission of STDS and pregnancy.

Christians are always to treat each person with dignity and respect in the
very way Jesus loved each person he met, regardless of their sin.

Through prayer, teenagers can begin to discern whether God is calling
them to marriage or to use the spiritual energy of chastity in the single
life, the priesthood or religious life.

Dating is an opportunity to grow in one’s capacity for friendship with
the opposite sex which is important in all vocations.

Dating is also preparation for those called to the life-long vocational
commitment of marriage and family life.

group social settings rather than single dating situations.

Young teenagers should work on communication skills with parents so
acceptable guidelines can be set regarding places to visit while group
dating, curfews, etc.

Affection is appropriate for dating, but passion belongs in marriage
Chastity is the virtue that gives us the strength to love others maturely,
generously, and joyously, in either a celibate or marital state of life. It
helps us use our sexuality according to God’s plan. It works for our own
and society’s greatest good

Sexual intercourse is not a normal part of an adolescent’s life. Young
people who have been sexually active need not be currently sexually
active.

God created husband and wife to become two in one flesh. Holiness
means being pure, because we sin against our own bodies if we have
intercourse outside of marriage.

Prayer, good friendships, and the sacraments help teenagers follow the
example of Jesus, who preached against sexual sins and urged his
disciples to have pure motives.

Sexual acts outside of marriage are not simply recreational, as society
would have us believe, but serious sin.

Identify ways that the gift of our sexuality can be devalued.

Know ways to use the internet safely and appropriately to avoid
harmful and dangerous behaviors and relationships.

Sexual sins include the following: adultery, contraception, fornication,
incest, masturbation, molestation, pornography, prostitution, rape,
(including date-rape), sexual harassment. The Church has always taught
that these sexual acts are sinful because they use sexuality in ways that
fails to respect the very meaning and purposes of sexuality. They keep
people from obtaining the good things for the sake of which God created
sexuality. They undermine the dignity and happiness of human life.
Sexuality is to be understood in the context of human fulfillment. By
our very nature, we long for the good things that we need to have happy
and fully human lives. By our very nature, we seek to escape the
loneliness of the human condition and find an enduring love, a love that
gives all of itself to another. This is the vision and challenge for people
of all ages who are continuously growing in understanding the gift of
their sexual nature.
